●​ Demonstrate careful consideration of the ethical challenges and opportunities posed by 

AI, and a commitment to ongoing examination of the impact of this emerging 
technology. 

●​ Show commitment to helping students one-on-one outside the classroom.  
●​ Demonstrate the ability to differentiate instruction to meet the needs of students with 

varying learning styles and levels of ability.  
●​ Have a strong interest in working with students as an advisor and as an extracurricular 

activity sponsor or coach.  

Candidates should possess outstanding interpersonal, communication, and organizational skills; 
the willingness and flexibility to work as a member of a collaborative team; love of learning; and 
the ability to integrate technology into classroom instruction. Candidates should be willing to 
work as a collaborative member of the department and to teach a range of classes according to 
the needs of the department.
